We are pleased to present to you our Annual Debt Report (Report) in compliance
with Section II.B of Hamblen County's Debt Manngement Policy for the fiseal year
ending Junc 80, 2012, It is our goal to demonstrate strong financial management
practices to the citizens of Hamblen County, investors, and credit agencies. This
transparency strengthens the accountability for all of us. We must, and will, ensure
that taxpayers’ dollars are properly managed.

Hamblen County received a rating of Aad from Moody's Investors Service, and an A+
from Standard and Poor's during its most recent ralings, These ratings are a
pusitive reflection of Hamblen County's solid finaneial position, strong reserves,
conservative budgetary practices, and manageable debt profile. These ratings allow
Hamblen County to obtain financing at lower interest rates, which in return means
2 lesser burden on its citizens,

The most recont ratings are further supported by examining certain ratios o
national benchmarks. Based on the principal that will be outstanding as of June 30,
2012, Hamblen County's nct debt to assessed property value is 2.657 percent
compared to the national benchmark of no more than 10 percent. Additionally,
Flamblen County’s net debt-per-capita ratio of $694 is more than fuvornble compared
to the bonchmark of $1,200. [inally, the fact that Hamblen County’s net debt as a
percentage of personal income is 2 percent compared to the benchmurk of 16 porcent
or less reinforces the strong financial management practices that are being utilived.

As we begin the 2012-2013 budget discussions, we will wark with County
Commission and exercise strong financial management practices to ensure the
continued financial suceess of Hamblen County.
